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A Bit of Irish History

The Hanging Gale

This month, the Newsletter’s Irish History
Article will have a slight change in appear-
ance as described below.

"The Hanging Gale' (R15+) is a four-part TV mini-series

set in Co. Donegal against the backdrop of Ireland's Great
Famine in 1846.

It follows the story of a family's struggle to hold their
farm when the potato blight struck their harvest for the
second year in a row. The narrative is well-balanced,
offering perspectives from both land agents and tenant
farmers, and provides valuable insights for those of us
curious about what our ancestors might have faced.

The title of the series, "The Hanging Gale," refers to a his-
torical practice in Ireland in the time of our ancestors. A
'hanging gale', was when landlords gave new tenants a 6
-month grace period on rent payment (with the expecta-
tion that the rent owed would be paid when the land's
crops were harvested and sold)

to market and for taking stock of what they needed to
sustain themselves until the next harvest. As you can
imagine, Gale Day was the bane of most tenant farmers'
lives, especially during years of poor harvests.

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Forgotten Patriot: The Courageous
Story and Legacy of Commodore
John Barry

Did you know that the first flag officer and founder of the
United States Navy was an Irishman? His name was John
Barry and Dr. Benjamin Rush, a signer of the Declaration
of Independence, said in his eulogy at Barry’s graveside,
“He was born in Ireland, but America was the object of his
devotion and the theater of his usefulness.” Barry was
bornin Co. Wexford, Ireland in 1745 and grew up with a
great love for the sea. As ayoung man, he emigrated to
the Crown colonies in America and by 1760, he was em-
ployed in a shipbuilding firm in Philadelphia. In 1766, at
the age of 21, he went to sea as Captain of the

ship, Barbados. The young Irishman seemed destined for
a prosperous career in the colonies, but his integrity and
sense of justice led him to risk all in a dangerous venture.

In 1775, years of smoldering unrest erupted in open re-
bellion as the American colonies declared their independ-
ence from the Crown. As England prepared to regain
control, the colonies formed the Second Continental Con-
gress to establish a military force and defend their re-
cently declared independence, but experienced men
were hard to find. Captain John Barry, an early champion
of the patriot cause, promptly volunteered his ser-

vice. With nine years experience as a seagoing Captain
and five successful commands to his credit, the young
Irishman was warmly welcomed, and given command of
a ship under the authority of the Continental Con-

gress. On Dec. 7, 1775, Captain John Barry took the helm
of anew 14-gun vessel aptly named, Lexington. He
quickly trained a crew and began the task of supplying
and supporting Washington's ground forces.
